Christmas Message from the
Paracletos Monastery

CHRIST Is BORN!
TRULY HE Is BORN!

This year our Holy Church again,
with the period of the Advent fast, gave us
the spiritual opportunity to prepare ourselves
to celebrate the great event of the Incarna-
tion of the Word of God, which is greater
even than the first mystery: the creation of
the world. God did not send someone on
his behalf; He did not send ministering
angels; He did not send His servants
to complete the work of our salvation.
Indeed, He Himself came, “taking the
form of a servant”. Being God true,
uncontainable and uncircumscribable
and born from a virgin He receives our
human nature, in order to deify it.

Oh the depth of the wealth and the
wisdom and the love of God! He does

not simply bow down to embrace His

The Feast of the Theophany (or Epiphany) of Our Lord Jesus Christ,

is celebrated on January 6. After Pascha and Pentecost, this is the greatest Feast of the
Orthodox Church, predating even the Nativity of Christ in importance. Here Our Lord Jesus
Christ is baptized by John in the waters of the Jordan, this being the first public manifesta-
tion of God the Word Incarnate to the world.

The next day he saw Jesus coming toward him, and said, “Behold, the Lamb of God, Who
takes away the sin of the world! This is He of Whom | said, ‘After me comes a man Who
ranks before me, for He was before me” [John 1:28-30]. Then Jesus came... to John, to be
baptized by him. John would have prevented Him, saying, “I need to be baptized by You,
and do You come to me?” But Jesus answered him, “Let it be so now; for thus it is fitting for
us to fulfill all righteousness.” Then he consented. And when Jesus was baptized. He went
up immediately from the water, and behold, the heavens were opened and He was the Spirit
of God descending like a dove, and alighting on Him; and lo, a voice from heaven, saying,

§ “This is My beloved Son, with Whom | am well pleased” [Matt. 3:13-17].

And John bore witness, “I saw the Spirit descend as a dove from heaven, and it remained
on Him. | myself did not know Him; but He Who sent me to baptize with water said to me,
